WHAT WAS THE LARGEST SINGLE
VICTORY IN THE PRO-LIFE MOVE-

MENT SINCE ROE v WADE?

At the Pro Vita Breakfast, March 21, Tom Strobhar, Presi-
dent of Thomas Strobhar Financial in Dayton, Ohio, de-
scribed to the attendees what probably has been the most
important, yet least understood, victory in the pro-life move-
ment since Roe v Wade. That victory happened when War-
ren Buffett made the decision to give approximately ten bil-
lion dollars to his children’s charities and 40 billions to the Bill
and Melinda Gates foundation. Had he not done so, upon
his death the money would have gone to his private founda-
tion, the Buffett Foundation. The almost exclusive focus of
the Buffett Foundation is, broadly speaking, population con-
trol. Buffett helped bring RU-486 into this country, sterilized
third world women, worked to change abortion laws as far
back as the 1960’s. He has given tens of millions to Planned
Parenthood, National Organization of Women, Catholics for
Free Choice and other groups. Bill Gates is not pro-life and
has given over one hundred million to Planned Parenthood,
although this is just a small fraction of the total dollars
given. Mr. Buffett’s focus is almost exclusively anti-life. Peo-
ple have a hard time comprehending 50 billion dollars. Suf-
fice it to say, that amount could fund an anti-life effort that
was ten times the budget of all pro-life groups combined for-
ever! That is why his decision was so important but virtually
unmentioned in the pro-life community. Few knew of his
power and fewer still did anything to expose or stop it.

NAPOLITANO DEFENDS PUTTING
PRO-LIFE ADVOCATES IN TERROR~

ISM REPORT, BACKLASH STARTS
By Steven Ertelt, LifeNews.com Editor, April 20,
2009 (Washington, DC(LifeNews.com, 4/20/09) In a
Sunday interview, the head of the Department of
Homeland Security defended including pro-life advo-
cates in a new report the agency produced saying
"opponents of abortion" are likely to engage in ex-



tremism or terrorism.

The report has caused a significant backlash with some calling
for firing DHS Secretary Janet Napolitano. In an interview with
CNN's "State of the Union" on Sunday, host John King ques-
tioned Napolitano on the line in the report saying possible threats
could come from "groups and individuals that are dedicated to a
single issue, such as opposition to abortion. King asked Napoli-
tano whether the department has active investigations on "anti-
abortion groups" concerning potential extremism or terrorism and
the Obama cabinet official declined to answer. She said she
would not comment on the activities of the department and
claimed that pro-life groups have a "history" of such actions. Na-
politano said that, although "people have different points of view
about abortion" and that the Obama administration values free
speech rights, some pro-life advocates cause her agency con-
cern. "On the other hand, at the very edge of the [abortion] de-
bate, at the very edge are the extremist groups that have com-
mitted violent crimes," said Napolitano. "They've committed
bombings and the like. And that is where you cross from consti-
tutionally protected free speech, freedom of assembly, all the
rights we cherish, into homeland security and law enforcement.
When is that right not being exercised, it's being abused," she
added. Napolitano refused to give any concrete examples of pro
-life groups that may cause her agency to include them in a re-
port to police on terrorism, claiming the total number of groups
overall on all potential domestic issues were "far too numerous to
mention." Napolitano's comments appear to be a reversal of her
initial position backtracking from the report. The Obama official
defended the report Thursday, but said the section including pro-
life advocates should not have been included. "If there's one part
of that report | would rewrite, in the word-smithing, Washington-

note," Napolitano said
Thursday on Fox News.

The report sparked out-
rage within the pro-life com-
munity and the Thomas
More Law It is a declaration
of war against the American
Center, a pro-life law firm, is
suing Napolitano over
it. Richard More, one of the
leaders of the legal group, told LifeNews.com, the report is "a
diatribe against those who oppose the people and our constitu-
tion" and a "prelude" to "hate speech laws targeting Christian
churches and others who oppose abortion." policies of the
Obama administration. And now LifeNews.com has received
emails from several groups, some of them pro-life, calling on
Obama to fire Napolitano from her position on his cabi-
net. Obama "must immediately fire Janet Napolitano," one email
said. "He cannot allow her to resign. He cannot simply demand
that she apologize to the American people. And he most certainly
cannot allow her to stay on the job," it added.

Jay Sekulow, the head of the American Center for Law and
Justice, another pro-life law firm, told LifeNews.com that includ-
ing pro-life Americans as potential terrorists is an
"outrageouscharacterization. This characterization is not only
offensive to millions of Americans who hold constitutionally-
protected views opposing agency with a mandate to protect
America," he said.

BARACK OBAMA'’S
DESTRUCTIVE PATH

Below is a partial list, as of this printing, of what
Barack Obama has done to ensure federal as-
saults on protections for innocent human life. The
rest will be published in the June issue of LifeMat-
ters. (Taken from April 2009 issue of Cincinnati
Right to Life Educational Foundation, Inc.)

Overturned President Bush’s restrictions to al-
low federal funding of unlimited killing of human
embryos for embryonic stem cells, and overturned
Bush’s policy to fund ethical, nonlethal research on
adult (non-embryonic) stem cells. There are no
laws or restraints on embryonic stem cell research,
but private funding (due to persistent failure) is
rare.

While saying he is opposed to human cloning,
left the door open to create clones and then Kill
them for their parts.

Proposed rescinding a federal policy protecting
the conscience rights of health care workers. This
will force those workers, including doctors, as well
as institutions to perform and provide controversial
services, such as abortion that conflict with their
personal, moral and religious beliefs.

Created a new executive policy position at the
United Nations to advance radical feminist policies,
and named Hillary Clinton’s former chief of staff,
Melanne Verveer, to head it.

Convened a Health Care Summit at the White

House (no pro-life groups invited) including
Planned Parenthood

health insurance
companies to include
abortion.
Reinstituted federal
funding of the United
Nations Fund for Population Activities. This will
provide $50 million for the genocidal Chinese abor-
tion program, which had been stopped during the
Reagan and Bush administrations.

Nominated aggressive pro-abortion, Kan-
sas Governor Kathleen Sebelius, to head the Fed-
eral Department of Health and Human Services.

FUNDING ABORTION
OVERSEAS

Through Barack Obama’s Executive Order over-
turning the Mexico City Policy, enacted January
23rd, we U.S. taxpayers will not fund abortions
overseas, at an increase from $88 billion to $545
million. In recent budget pork piling, Obama also
overturned the Kemp-Kasten Amendment restric-
tions against funding the United Nations Popula-
tion Fund, which includes among its programs sup-

OHIO RESOLUTION OPPOSING FOCA

State Senators Tim Grendell and Steve Buehrer have introduced a
resolution in the Ohio Senate, and a large group of representatives in
the House, opposing the federal “Freedom of Choice
Act” (FOCA): The Freedom of Choice Act is a radical attempt to en-
shrine abortion-on-demand into American law, to sweep aside existing
laws that the majority of Americans support, such as re-
quirements involving fully informed consent, parental in-
volvement, and that licenses physicians perform abor-
tions, and seeks to prevent states from enacting similar
protective laws in the future. The Senate resolution is co -

NEW VIDEO: PLANNED PARENTHOOD STAFF URGE

TEEN TO LIE ABOUT SEX ABUSE-ABORTION

Memphis, TN (LifeNews.com, 4/21/09) -- A new undercover
videotape shows staff at a Tennessee Planned Parenthood abor-
tion clinic urging a client to lie about her potential sexual abuse so
she could get an abortion. A girl who said she is 14 and sexually
abused by a 31-year-old man was told to hide the information from
a judge. The staff members at the nation's largest abortion busi-
ness told the young woman to conceal the information so a judge
would approve her request for an abortion without parental in-
volvement, which is require by state law except in emergency
cases. Lila Rose, 20-year-old UCLA student who has headed up a
project to expose Planned Parenthood employees who engage in
sexual abuse coverup, released the video footage on Monday.
Rose went to the Planned Parenthood's Memphis Health Center
undercover and told a counselor that a supposed boyfriend twice
her age impregnated her and that she wanted an abortion without
her parents knowing. Instead of notifying officials about the appar-
ent sexual abuse, a Planned Parenthood counselor tells Rose on
camera that she doesn't want to continue the line of conversation
about the sexual abuse. "Look, if we keep this conversation I'm
gonna have to talk to my manager and yeah, [your boyfriend]'s
gonna get in trouble," the staffer says. "And please don't say that |
told you this." When Rose tells the counselor she thinks her boy-
friend will get in trouble if her parents find out, the counselor ad-
vises Rose to lie about the man's age when speaking to a judge in
order to obtain a bypass of Tennessee's parental consent law for
abortion. "Don't mention it. Just say you have a boyfriend 17 years
old...whatever," the staffer says.

CONGRESSIONAL LAWMAKERS ADMIT
NIH GUIDELINES A HUMAN CLONING

BAIT AND SWITCH
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,4/21/09) --
Congressional lawmakers appear to be admit-
ting that a leading pro-life group was right when
it said the new NIH guidelines to implement
President Barack Obama's embryonic stem cell
research executive order amounted to a bait
and switch. The NIH guidelines describe the
| process that scientists must use to get federal
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funding to be able to destroy human embryos
supposedly left over from fertility clinics for
their stem cells for research. The National
Right to Life Committee called the guidelines a
"bait-and-switch" strategy, under which De-
mocratic leaders in Congress will suddenly
bring up new legislation that they will claim
codifies the NIH action. In reality, NRLC says
the bill will overturn a federal law prohibit-
ing the specific creation and destruction, possi-
bly through human cloning, of human beings
for the express purpose of killing them to con-
duct scientific experiments. According to a re-
port in Congressional Quarterly on Friday,
Kristofer Eisenla, a representative of Rep.
Diana, one of the prime sponsors of the bill
that concerns Right to Life, "did not refute the
committee’s suggestion." “Details of the legis-
lation are still being discussed,” he said. In
fact, DeGette, in a press release issued with
her co-sponsor, Rep. Michael Castle, respond-
ing to the new NIH guidelines, talked about
how her bill would supposedly merely codify
the NIH guidelines. She said she is "planning
to move forward with legislation that will pro-
mote all forms of ethical stem cell research."
