ABSTINENCE-ONLY EDUCATION

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NEW OBAMA  BUDGET PAYS FOR 
LEGAL SERVICES CORPORATION  TO 

LITIGATE FOR ABORTIONS 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,5/16/09) -- As President 
Barack Obama's new federal budget is thoroughly 
examined, pro-life advocates are finding a number of 
goodies for the abortion industry. Next on the list is a move 
by the president to allow the Legal Services Corporation to 
use tax dollars to pay for abortion litigation. The Obama 
budget includes a move to overturn the ban on taxpayer-
funding of abortions in the nation's capital and it eliminates 
all funding for abstinence education. It also changes the 
language governing funding for the Legal Services Corporation 
(LSC) and loosens it to allow LSC grantees to conduct abortion 
litigation. Under Obama's plan, direct funding of abortion 
litigation would be prohibited, but LSC grantees could shift other 
taxpayer funds to a separate account for pro-abortion activities. 
As National Right to Life Committee legislative director Douglas 
Johnson tells LifeNews.com, pro-life advocates have opposed 
this fungible move for years as, similar arrangements in previous 
years allowed LSC grantees to file legal challenges against pro-
life laws using taxpayer funds. "Back in the 1980s, some Legal 
Services Corporation grantees were deeply involved in pro-
abortion litigation, until Congress told the LSC to stay out of 
either side of the abortion fight," Johnson recalls. "Now, the 
Obama White House wants to remove the laws that stopped LSC 
pro-abortion activism, and replace them with bookkeeping 
requirements that are essentially meaningless." 
 

FOR BETTER SLEEP MONTH, CONSIDER HOW 
ABORTION CAUSES WOMEN SLEEPING DISORDERS

May kicks off a month-long educational event known as Better 
Sleep Month. Millions of Americans reportedly have trouble 
sleeping due to stress, lack of time or various sleep disorders. 
But for many for many women, a sleep disorder may be the 
result of something deeper: trauma as a result of abortion, 
including coerced and unwanted abortions. A 2006 study 
published in Sleep, the official journal of the Associated 
Professional Sleep Societies, found that women who 
experienced abortion were more likely to be treated for sleep 
disorders or disturbances compared to women who gave birth. 
The researchers examined medical records for 56,284 low-
income women in California who gave birth or underwent an 
abortion in the first six months of 1989. They excluded women 
who had been treated for sleep disturbances or disorders in the 
12 to 18 months prior to abortion or delivery. The data showed 
that, up to four years later, women who underwent abortions 
were more likely to be treated for sleep disorders afterwards 
compared to those who gave birth. The difference was greatest 
during the first 180 days after the end of the pregnancy, when 
aborting women were approximately twice as likely to seek 
treatment for sleep disorders. Significant differences between 
aborting and child-bearing women persisted for three years. 
Numerous studies have shown that trauma victims will often 
experience sleep difficulties. The authors believe their findings 
support a growing understanding that some women may have 
traumatic reactions to abortion. 

 

GALLUP POLL: Majority of 
Americans are Pro -Life on 

Abortion, Highest 
Levels in 15 Years

A new Gallup poll shows that the 

majority of Americans self-identify as pro-life on 
the issue of abortion for the first time in 15 years. 
The Gallup survey shows the percentage of 
Americans saying they are pro-life at its highest 
point since 1995 and those saying they are "pro-
choice" at its lowest. The Gallup survey, conducted 
May 7-10, finds 51% of Americans calling 
themselves pro-life and just 42 percent saying they 
are "pro-choice" and supporting legal abortions. 
The poll finds a plurality of women say they are pro
-life -- with 49 percent saying so and just 44 
percent saying they are "pro-choice." Men favor 
the pro-life position on a 54 to 39 percent margin. 
Both numbers are record highs for the pro-life 
position. The 9 percent pro-life majority is a stark 
change from last year, when the Gallup survey 
showed a 6 percent majority in favor of abortion. 
Before the current poll Gallup had the pro-life 
percentage at its highest at 46 percent in both 
August 2001 and May 2002. The Gallup poll also 
shows more Americans support making abortions 
illegal than at any point in the past 15 years. About 
as many Americans now say abortions should be 
illegal in all circumstances (23%) as say it should 
be legal under any circumstances (22%). Another 
53 percent of Americans say abortions should be 
legal, but only under certain circumstances. 
Supplementing those other poll results, an 
expended Gallup question in its new survey found 
50 percent of Americans want abortions illegal or 
illegal in most cases, while just 37 percent want 
abortions legal in all or most cases. The rest were 
unsure. 
 

ABORTION AND CRIME RATE 
In 1995, a study was published claiming that 
abortion has reduced the crime rate by eliminating 
unwanted babies.  The claim was that as much as 
half of the overall crime reduction during the 1980s 
was due to legal abortion.  But John Lott, in his

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book Freedomnomics, documents a more 
comprehensive study, which concludes that legal 
abortion has actually increased the overall violent 
crime rate 0.5 ï 7%.  It notes that legal abortion 
contributes to a coarsening of society that might in 
and of itself lead to more crime.  But principally, the 
higher crime rate has occurred because a higher percentage of 
children grown up in single parent homes.  Legalized abortion has 
resulted in more out of wedlock births, a reduction in the number of 
children adopted, and fewer married parents.  All of these add up to 
more turbulence in society and an increased crime rate.  (March ô09 
i s s u e of Cincinnati Right to Life Educational Foundation, Inc.)

March for Life, Washington, DC organizer, Nellie Gray, 
stated that there were ñdefinitely over 200,000 
participants,ò for this yearôs March, while one TV 
station reported 300,000.  Gray stated that the March 

normally takes 1 ½ hours to pass a specific 
point, but this year it took over 2 ½ hours.  In 
San Francisco, the fifth annual Walk for Life 
on the West Coast stretched for more than a 
mile and was estimated at more than 30,000 
people.  This march has grown yet again,

U.S. ABORTION RATES 
DECLINE UNEVENLY 

Over the last three decades the percent of 
abortions obtained by teens has dropped from 
33 ï 17%, but there has been a disparity 
ethnically.  There was a 30% decline among 
white teens, 20% among Hispanics, and only 
15% among African Americans.  At present, 
black women account for 37% of all U.S. 
abortions, white women for 34% and Hispanics 
for 22%.  (ibid) 

DOWNS SYNDROME SCREENINGS 
In their January journal, the solidly pro-abortion 
American College of Obstetrics and 
Gynecology recommended screening for Down 
syndrome for all unborn babies in the first 
trimester.  They recommend a blood test 
known as a quadruple screen, and if positive, 
an amniocenteses (taking fluid from around the 
baby), which has a 1% fetal mortality rate.  
They would add a new ultrasound test called 
the neuchal transparency test.  Assuming all of 
these pointed toward the baby having Down 
syndrome, we can guess that upward of 90% 
of such babies would then be killed by
