Senate Leader Postpones Vote on Pro-
Abortion Health Care Bill Until 

September  Washington, DC  

(LifeNews.com,7/23/09) -- In a move that gives pro-
life advocates more time to organize, Senate Majority 
Leader Harry Reid said Thursday that the Senate will 
not vote on a health care restructuring bill until 
September. The pro-life community is concerned the 
bill could lead to massive taxpayer funding of 
abortion and coverage mandates. Despite a 
nationally televised press conference featuring pro-
abortion President Barack Obama pleading for a vote 
before the August recess, Reid says the Senate will 
wait. “It‟s a complex, difficult issue,” Reid said. “I think 
it‟s better to have a product that is one based on 
quality and thoughtfulness rather than pushing 
something through.” He said members of the Senate 
Finance Committee would approve the bill that will be 
combined with one the Senate HELP Committee 
already approved, without pro-life amendments to 
limit abortion funding and coverage. However, the 
debate has been so contentious that the panel may 
not approve the bill in time. Reid appeared to admit 
that growing opposition to the government-run health 
care plan and its abortion component is hampering 
his effort to find votes. His move will put pressure on 
pro-abortion House Speaker Nancy Pelosi to back 
down from her insistent pledge to move a health care 
bill before the traditional August recess. 

House Opposes Amendment De-Funding 
Planned Parenthood Abortion Business  

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,7/24/09) -- The House of 
Representatives, today, voted 247-183 against an 
amendment that would stop sending taxpayer funding to the 
Planned Parenthood abortion business. Rep. Mike Pence, 
the Indiana Republican behind the amendment, says public 
funds should not go to a business that does abortions. The 
House Rules Committee made the vote in order after denying 
votes on other pro-life amendments that would have stopped 
more direct taxpayer funding of abortion. But when 
lawmakers voted, not enough Democrats joined with the 
majority of Republicans to stop taxpayer funds from going to 
Planned Parenthood, which does more than 25 percent of the 
abortions in the U.S. every year. The Pence amendment 
came as members of Congress were considering the Labor/
HHS Appropriations Bill. “It is morally wrong to destroy 
innocent human life through abortion, but it is also morally 
wrong to take the tax dollars of millions of pro-life Americans 
and use them to promote or perform abortions at home or 
abroad. The largest abortion provider in America should not 
also be the largest recipient of federal funds under Title X," 
Pence said during the debate. 
 

Senate Bill Would Force Taxpayer Funding of 
Abortions for Federal Employees 

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,7/24/09) -- Another bill in 
Congress overturns a longstanding pro-life policy preventing 
taxpayer funding of abortions in certain cases. The Senate 
Financial Services Appropriations bill, S. 1432, would have 

Americans fund abortions for employees of the federal 
government. When Congress adopts the funding bill each 

year, it has included an amendment from pro-life Rep. Chris 
Smith, a New Jersey Republican, to stop tax-funding of 

abortions for federal employees in their health care plans. 
However, a search of the new bill that Senate Democrats 
crafted finds the Smith Amendment prohibiting taxpayer-

subsidized abortions through the Federal Employee Health 
Benefits Program (FEHBP) has been deleted. The FEHBP 

covered 8 million people who work for the federal government 
and funding of their abortions would have the bill backing 

abortions with government money in two instances. The bill 
has already come under fire already from pro-life advocates 
because it, like its House version, would overturn the ban on 
taxpayer funding of abortions in the nation's capital. Leading 
pro-life advocates tell LifeNews.com that funding abortions in 
the FEHBP is particularly noteworthy in light of the ongoing 

debate on national health care reform. The FEHBP has been 
repeatedly used as an example of what a government-run 

health care system could become.
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Lawmakers Confirm House Health Care Bill 
Promotes Euthanasia Among Elderly 

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,7/24/09) -- Two Republican 
leaders in the House of Representatives are confirming reports that 
the health care restructuring bill the House is currently considering 
promotes euthanasia. A leading patients rights advocate is worried 
about the effects of the legislation. Betsy McCaughey, the former 
New York lieutenant government who is now a patient's rights 
advocate, notes that the government-run health 
care plan would require "end of life" counseling for 
seniors. The counseling, she says, would be 
focused on telling seniors how to end their lives 
sooner. In a statement sent to LifeNews.com 
House Republican Leader John Boehner 
Republican Policy Committee Chairman Thaddeus 
McCotter confirm those fears. "Section 1233 of the 
House-drafted legislation encourages health care 
providers to provide their Medicare patients with 
counseling on „the use of artificially administered 
nutrition and hydration‟ and other end of life 
treatments,'" the pair says. That section "may place seniors in 
situations where they feel pressured to sign end of life directives 
they would not otherwise sign." "This provision may start us down a 
treacherous path toward government-encouraged euthanasia if 
enacted into law. At a minimum this legislative language deserves a 
full and open public debate – the sort of debate that is impossible to 
have under the politically-driven deadlines Democratic leaders have 
arbitrarily set for enactment of a health care bill," they state. 
 

 

Congressional Health Care Reform Bill Criticized for 
Promoting Elderly Euthanasia

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com) -- The pro-life community is 
focused on the pro-abortion problems with the health care 
restructuring bills Congress is considering, but there appears to be 
another threat. One patients' advocate, who is the former New York 
lieutenant governor, says the bill also promotes elderly euthanasia. 
The government-run health care plan the House is considering 
would require "end of life" counseling for seniors.  In section 1233 
of the tri-committee health care bill, a government-run "Advance 
Care Planning Consultation" is created. 
Betsy McCaughey, in an interview with former presidential 
candidate Fred Thompson on his radio show warned people to 
"protect their parents" from the measure and said the consultation 
is essentially an attempt to kill off elderly Americans.  "One of the 
most shocking things is page 425, where the Congress would make 
it mandatory absolutely that every five years people in Medicare 
have a required counseling session," she said. "They will tell [them] 
how to end their life sooner.” 
A WorldNetDaily report indicates the bill calls for the 
recommendation of "palliative care and hospice" in the mandatory 
counseling sessions, which is pain relief as patients die.  The 
House bill requires "an explanation by the practitioner of the 
continuum of end-of-life services and supports available, including 
palliative care and hospice, and benefits for such services and 
supports that are available under this title."   The measure also 
recommends a discursion on "the use of artificially administered 
nutrition and hydration" and WND suggests that elderly patients 
could be advised not to receive it, which would hasten death. 

McCaughey is also criticizing another section 
of the bill.  Calling it a "Quality Reporting 
Initiative," the bill says, "For purposes of 
reporting data on quality measures for covered 
professional services furnished during 2011 
and any subsequent year, to the extent that 
measures are available, the Secretary shall 
include quality measures on end of life care 
and advanced care planning that have been 

adopted or endorsed by a consensus
-based organization, if appropriate. 
Such measures shall measure both 
the creation of and adherence to 
orders for life-sustaining treatment."   
McCaughey, told Thompson, "As a 
patient advocate I am so shocked at 
the vicious assault on elderly people 
and the boomer generation. I hope 
people listening will protect their 
parents from what is intended under 

this bill."  According to WND, 
McCaughey said that the bill has a provision 
requiring the counseling every five years and 
mandating it when a patient's situation changes 
-- such as a move into a nursing home.  She 
said the message to patients is "to do what's in 
society's best interests, and cut your life short."  
"Can you imagine the response of the 
American people (when they find out)?" 
Thompson asked in response. 
 

Scientists Create Mice Without 
Destroying Life With Embryonic 

Stem Cells 
Beijing, China 
(LifeNews.com, 
7/24/09) -- In an 
advancement that 
could one day apply to 
humans and further 
reduce the need for embryonic stem cell 
research, scientists in China have created mice 
from reverted adult stem cells without having to 
destroy an embryo to obtain stem cells to use 
to create the mouse. Chinese scientists 
created live mice from mature skin cells that 
had reverted to an embryonic-like state through 
a process known as direct reprogramming. Pro
-life advocates have hailed the process in 
humans because it allows researches to take 
ethical adult stem cells and turn them into an 
embryonic-like state. The only way to obtain 
human embryonic stem cells is by destroying 
human life. Although the process helps diffuse 
the embryonic stem cell debate, it gives rise to 
the cloning debate where animals, or 
potentially humans, could be cloned and killed 
for body parts or cells to treat others.

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Pro-Life Advocates Don't Trust Obama Saying He 
Wants No Abortion in Health Care 

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,7/23/09) -- In a recent interview, 
President Barack Obama said he does not want abortion funding in the 
final health care bill Congress may send him. But two pro-life advocates 
say they don't trust Obama, and point out that his record is consistently 
pro-abortion. Obama told CBS Evening News anchor Katie Couric that 
he would "rather not wade into" the issue of abortion funding in health 
care "at this point" and that he is "not trying to micro-manage what 
benefits are covered." "I'm pro-choice, but I think we also have the 
tradition in this town, historically, of not financing abortions as part of 
government-funded health care," he said. "My main focus is making 
sure that people have options of high quality care at the lowest possible 
price." Douglas Johnson, the legislative director of the National Right to 
Life Committee, called Obama's comments a "deception." He told 
LifeNews.com today that Obama "failed to mention that he has always 
opposed this 'tradition' and that the health-care bills he is pushing would 
obliterate it." Johnson said Obama's qualification of "at this point" 
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shows he may favor funding and coverage of 
abortion at some other time -- i.e. after 
Congress approves and he signs a bill giving 
his administration authority to include it. "I 
guess he thinks a better time would be after 
the bill is enacted, when the pro-abortion 
mandates start going out from the 
Department of Health and Human Services, 
and when he blocks renewal of the Hyde 
Amendment," Johnson said.
