FACTS ABOUT KOMEN
FOUNDATION

This organization which is known for its mission in fighting
breast cancer is perhaps not as well known for its continuing
support of Planned Parenthood. In the past five years, $3
million in Komen grants went to PP programs nationwide.
Although some local chapters may not donate funding PP,
25 cents of every dollar raised locally supports the national
Komen organization. Komen’s founder, Nancy Goodman
Brinker, has been listed as an advisory board member of PP
in the 2002 Annual Report of Planned Parenthood of North
Texas. The Komen organization also endorses embryonic
stem cell research. Various groups and individuals have
responded to these actions and positions of Komen'’s.
Curves, the national fitness franchise ceased supporting
Komen. One of the Komen’s charter members of its National
Hispanic/Latina Advisory Council, Eva Sanchez Silver,
resigned her position in 2004 after confronting the
organization about its ties to PP. In light of numerous studies
indicating a direct link to a higher rate of breast cancer in
women who have had abortions,

it is highly ironic that an organization like the Komen
Foundation, whose purpose is to support the fight against
breast cancer, would be funneling money to an organization
that is the largest provider of abortions in this country.

MepicAL CENTER WONT LET LEROY CARHART
TAKE LATE-TERM ABORTION PATIENTS THERE

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,8/14/09) -- Wesley Medical
Center in Wichita, Kansas has announced that it will not allow
LeRoy Carhart to admit patients there who may suffer from botched
abortions. The decision is significant because it could prevent
Carhart from opening up a new late-term abortion business in town.
Carhart current runs an abortion center outside Omaha, Nebraska
and had worked with late-term abortion practitioner George Tiller
before he was shot and killed by someone not affiliated with the pro
-life movement. Carhart wants to replace Tiller and open up his own
abortion facility in Wichita, but he needs an agreement with a local
medical clinic to do so, because women injured by botched
abortions need to be able to receive immediate medical care. Just
hours after Operation Rescue launched a petition to ask local
residents to contact Wesley to ask its officials to deny that
relationship, WMC said it will not allow Carhart to admit patients.
Operation Rescue president Troy Newman told LifeNews.com on
Friday that member of the hospital's administrative staff contacted
him about the decision and indicated WMC would be willing to issue
a statement in agreement with that request.

DURABLE POWER OF ATTORNEY
FOR HEALTH CARE
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Protective Medical Decisions Document
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Editorial Writer says the bill does give doctors financial incentive to push it.
At issue is Section 1233 of HR 3200, the government-run health care plan
that the House will consider when it returns from its August recess. The
measure would pay physicians to give Medicare patients end-of-life
counseling every five years or sooner if the patient has a terminal
diagnosis. While pro-life advocates say the section opens the door to
physicians pushing euthanasia or withdrawal of lifesaving medical
treatment, or even basic food and water, backers of the bill call the claims
rubbish. Charles Lane, a member of the editorial board of the liberal
Washington Post newspaper, admits in a Saturday column that at least
some of the concerns are well-founded. "As | read it, Section 1233 is not
totally innocuous," Lane writes, adding that it "addresses compassionate
goals in disconcerting proximity to fiscal ones." "Though not mandatory, as
some on the right have claimed, the consultations envisioned in Section
1233 aren't quite 'purely voluntary,” as backers of the bill assert, Lane
adds. "To me, 'purely voluntary' means 'not unless the patient requests
one.' Section 1233, however, lets doctors initiate the chat and gives them
an incentive -- money -- to do so. Indeed, that's an incentive to insist."
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PRO-EUTHANASIA GROUP WAS
BEHIND DISPUTED END-OF-LIFE
SECTION OF HEALTH CARE BILL

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,8/17/09) --
Tony Perkins, the head of the Family Research
Council, relates how a pro-euthanasia group was
behind the disputed sections of the House health
care bill that could be used to promote assisted
suicide and rationing. Perkins explains: "A group
called 'Compassion & Choices' has publicly
admitted to writing the controversial portions of
the legislation that deal with rationing. On the
organization's website, a spokesman confirms
Compassion's involvement, writing, 'Compassion
& Choices has worked tirelessly with supportive
members of Congress to include in proposed
reform legislation a provision requiring Medicare
to cover patient consultation with their doctors
about end-of-life choice (section 1233 of House
Bill 3200)." For those of you who may be
unfamiliar with the group, Compassion & Choices
is an offshoot of a 1980s organization called the
Hemlock Society, America's leading advocate for
assisted suicide." WorldNetDaily has also
reported on the revelation. "The authors of the
section include an Oregon congressman who
has argued for assisted suicide before federal
courts," it said, referring to Rep. Earl
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Blumenauer, an Oregon Democrat. Blumenauer wrote an amicus brief in
support of assisted suicide in a case before the U.S. Supreme Court in
2005, Gonzalez vs. Oregon. Meanwhile, Mathew Staver, founder of
Liberty Counsel, has had his organization analyze the plan. He
confirmed it contains health care rationing and government decisions on
what health care benefits are available and mandatory taxpayer support
for abortion.

SPEAKER NANCY PELOSI CALLS OPPONENTS OF
PrRO-ABORTION HEALTH CARE "UN-AMERICAN"
