PLANNED PARENTHOOD DIRECTOR WHO QUIT
Now REJECTED BY EPISCOPALIAN CHURCH

Bryan, TX (LifeNews.com,11/14/09) -- The religious denominations
that embrace abortion do so supposedly because they are tolerant
and welcoming of people who disagree on issues like abortion. Yet,
that is not proving to be the case for Abby Johnson, the former
Planned parenthood director who quit after converting to the pro-life
perspective. Johnson, quit her position last month as the director of a
local abortion business after seeing an ultrasound of an abortion
procedure. Her October decision has drawn national attention,
exposed how Planned Parenthood does abortions for significant profit,
and saw the abortion business fail to silence her now that she has
resigned. Johnson now faces a battle of a different

kind -- getting her local Episcopalian Church to +, o
accept her new status as a pro-life person. "Now +++
that | have taken this stand, some of the people ++ ++
there are not accepting of that," she told The
Washington Times today.

PRO-LIFE GROUP ASKS MILITARY
TO CHARGE HASAN FOR KILLING

UNBORN BABY AT FORT HOOD
Fort Hood, TX (LifeNews.com,11/14/09) --
A pro-life legal group has asked the U.S.
military to charge Maj. Nidal Malik Hasan with
the unlawful killing of an unborn child in the
shooting that recently took place at the Fort
Hood military base. The initial 13 murder
charges do not include one for the death of
an unborn child, the fourteenth victim. Hasan
is suspected of kiling 12 soldiers and one
civilian in last Thursday's shooting and he
was shot and wounded by two police officers
at the base. Yesterday, (11-13), military
officials charged him in those deaths and
U.S. Army Criminal Investigation Command
spokesman Chris Grey said additional
charges may be filed -- which the Alliance
Defense Fund hopes is the case. ADF
issued a letter Thursday to the Office of Staff
Judge Advocate at Fort Hood, Texas, urging
it to enforce the law by bringing the fourteenth
charge. It wants Hasan to be held responsible
for killing both Francheska Velez and her
unborn child. "All murder victims--born and
pre-born--deserve equal justice," ADF senior
legal counsel Steven Aden told LifeNews.com
on Thursday. "Women who volunteer to
protect our country deserve to know that the
government will enforce the laws that protect
their children." The ADF letter urges
enforcement of Article 119a of the Uniform
Code of Military Justice, which makes it a
crime for anyone "to cause the death...of a
child, who is in utero at the time the conduct
takes place" regardless of whether the killer
intended to kill the child.

RESEARCH: WOMEN IN CHINA SEE 17% HIGHER
BREAST CANCER RISK FROM ABORTION

Beijing, China (LifeNews.com,11/13/09) --
Chinese researchers have issued a new
study indicating women who have had
abortions face a 17 percent higher chance of
contracting breast cancer than women who
) carried their pregnancy to term. One leading

/\ > American scientist says he believes the
increased risk is even higher. Peng Xing and

his colleagues conducted a case-control study in northeast China
examining reproductive factors associated with subtypes of breast
cancer. They found a statistically significant overall odds ratio of
1.17 (17% increased breast cancer risk for all
subtypes combined) among women who had
induced abortions. The study excludes the
possibility of a flaw called "report bias" because
abortion isn't stigmatized in China. Communist
officials frequently require women who violate the
one-child family planning policy there to have
abortions so Chinese women are considered
reliable reporters of their abortion histories. Xing
and his colleagues also found an increased risk
of breast cancer for women who delayed their
first full-term pregnancy, a frequent phenomenon
among women who have an abortion of their first baby. Professor
Joel Brind of Baruch College maintains that the Chinese study
underestimates the risk of abortion because of its high prevalence
in China.

MLITARY CHARGES HASAN WITH 13 COUNTS OF

M(.IRDER, EXcLUDES UNBORN BABY'S DEATH

- Fort Hood, TX (LifeNews.com,11/13/09) -

- The military has charged Maj. Nidal Malik
Hasan with 13 counts of premeditated
murder in the terrible shooting that recently
took place at the Fort Hood military base.
The initial charges do not include one for
the death of an unborn child, who was the
little-talked-about fourteenth victim. U.S.
Army Criminal Investigation Command
spokesman Chris Grey told a news
conference Thursday that additional
M= charges may be filed, which pro-life
advocates hope would include one for the baby's death. Hasan is
suspected of killing 12 soldiers and one civilian in last Thursday's
shooting and he was shot and wounded by two police officers at the
base. He is currently in recovery at an Army hospital in San
Antonio, where his attorneys read him the charges. Americans
United for Life attorney Mailee Smith is disappointed that the death
of soldier Francheska Velez's unborn baby is rarely mentioned.
Velez was on maternity leave when she stopped at Ft. Hood, where
she and the child she carried in her womb fell victim to Hasan’s
bullet. "There are, of course, many unnamed victims of the attack
at Fort Hood. Spouses, parents, children, siblings, friends. Each left
to suffer and question why, on American soil, their loved one’s life
was violently ended," she said. "When Hasan took Velez's life, he
took the life of her unborn baby as well," she said. "As the country
looks for justice to be served in this horrendous tragedy, we cannot
forget that Hasan can and should be charged with the death of
Baby Velez as well."
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BRITAIN HAS MORE ABORTIONS
THAN ANY OTHER EUROPEAN

COUNTRY, OVERTAKES FRANCE
London, England (LifeNews.com,11/13/09) --
Great Britain now does more abortions
annually than any other nation in Europe, with
government figures showing it overtaking
France even though France has a higher
population. Britain now ranks sixth in the world
in annual abortion figures behind China, the
U.S., Russia, India and Japan. The latest
figures were compiled by the Norway-based
pro-life group Institute for Family Policies
based on statistics
collected by the

European  Union's
statistical arm,
Eurostat. They
showed 219,336

abortions in England,
Scotland and Wales
compared with
209,699 in France.
Both nations had
more abortions than
other countries such as Romania with 150,246
and ltaly with 126,562. Abortions are rising
rapidly in Spain but the nation still posted only
112,138 abortions in 2007. According to the
London Telegraph, Britain also had the highest
number of teenage abortions with 48,150 done
on girls under the age of 20 compared with
France's 31,779.

DESPITE STUPAK, RATIONING AND
ASSISTED SUICIDE REMAIN IN
House HEALTH CARE BILL

the |nclu3|on of the Stupak-Pitts
amendment barring federal funding of abortion in
the health care reform bill passed by the House,
H.R. 3962, additional pro-life concerns remain.

H.R. 3962 includes Comparative Effectiveness
Research (CER) provisions. It is laudable that
CER attempts to identify, evaluate and promote
medical best practices—across the spectrum of
procedures, devices and drugs. But CER also
presents very serious concerns regarding the
possible denial of care (for instance, CER could
result in a denial of care if that care is deemed
not “cost effective”).

H.R. 3962 does not contain any assurance that
assisted suicide and euthanasia will not be
funded. The bill affords no conscience protection
for health care providers regarding end-of-life
concerns. Moreover, it contains a provision that
allows for the promotion of assisted suicide.
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H.R. 3962 Sec. 240 requires every health insurance company
participating in the Exchange to make advanced directives available. A
serious concern with the mandate of advance directives is that they
may be used for the promotion or encouragement of assisted suicide.
As the bill stands now, these mandated directives can be used to
promote what is commonly understood as “assisted suicide” in Oregon
and Washington.

NEwW CDC REPORT: ABORTIONS ROSE 3.1% IN 2006,

OTHER RESEARCH SHOWS DECLINE
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,11/25/09) & A new report
from the Centers for Disease Control claims the number of
abortions has rose during 2006, the last year for which it
has national data available. However, a January 2008 report
from a pro-abortion group that is considered more effective
in tabulating abortions shows abortions declining.

Each year, the CDC requests abortion data from 52 reporting areas,
including New York City and the District of Columbia. However, just 49
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areas gave the CDC abortion stats and only
46 have reported consistently over the last 10
years. California, Louisiana, and New
Hampshire are not included in the annual
abortion totals the CDC reports.

The new report indicates there were a total of
846,181 abortions during 2006, which the
CDC says is a 3.1 percent increase over its
2005 numbers.

CDC notes the abortion rate was 16.1
abortions per 1,000 women aged 15--44
years and the abortion ratio was 236
abortions per 1,000 live births, or 23.6
percent of pregnancies ending in abortion.

Those figures are lower that and different
from the statistics compiled by the
Guttmacher Institute, the pro-abortion group
that is the former research arm of Planned
Parenthood.

In its January 2008 report, considered more
accurate because Guttmacher goes through
abortion businesses themselves rather than
relying on state health department figures
and because it gets figures from the entire
country, Guttmacher said abortions dropped
to 1.21 million in 2005 from 1.31 million in
2000.
