WASHINGTON D.C. MARCH FOR LIFE 
JANUARY 22, 2010 

As this issue goes to the copier (the press), 
the 37

th
 annual March for Life will be taking 

place in Washington, D. C.   In 1972 the 
infamous Roe v. Wade Supreme Court 
decision made induced abortion legal for all 
nine months of pregnancy.  This article is 
after the fact, but it remains for us to 

continue our efforts in prayers, time and resources to help turn our 
culture of death to one of life where all are guaranteed the basic right 
to life that God has granted us and our Constitution made legal for the 
U.S. of America.

MARCH FOR LIFE AND  
WHITE HOUSE PROTEST, PART OF 
PRO-LIFE EVENTS MARKING ROE 

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,1/11/10) 
When the calendar reads January, the 

majority of Americans who consider 
themselves pro-life according to several 2009 
polls can count on one thing. That's the 
annual March for Life that sees hundreds of 
thousands of pro-life advocates heading to 
the nation's capital. 

They gather for the event -- which sees a 
20-30-person-wide sea of people for block 
after block parading down the main streets of 
Washington -- to mark their opposition to 
abortion. 

Specifically, the event is a condemnation 
of the 1973 Supreme Court decisions of Roe 
v. Wade and Doe v. Bolton that, together, 
ushered in an era of abortion on demand that 
has resulted in more than 50 million abortions 
and tens of millions of women injured 
physically and emotionally. 

This year, for the 
first time ever, 
organizers of the 
March for Life also 
plan a White House 
protest.  They will hold a two-hour rally the 
night before the March for Life at Lafayette 
Park, across from the White House, in an 
attempt to show strong opposition to the pro-
abortion record of President Barack Obama. 

Although the March for Life is an 
ecumenical event, the Catholic Church and 
Catholic pro-life groups will be sponsoring a 
variety of events. The U.S. Conference of 
Catholic Bishops will be holding the National 
Prayer Vigil for Life at the Basilica of the 
National Shrine of the Immaculate 
Conception in Washington. Cardinal Daniel 
N. DiNardo of Galveston-Houston, the new 
head of the pro-life committee of the USCCB, 
will celebrate the evening Mass.

ABORTION AND 
INCREASED CEREBRAL PALSY 

A new meta-analysis from Mt. Sinai Hospital in Toronto investigated 
37 published studies and published a report in the International 
Journal of Obstetrics and Gynecology.  The report indicates that 
women who have had one abortion have a 35% increase risk of a 
low birth weight baby in the next pregnancy and a 36% increased 
risk of prematurity.  The practical impact of these conclusions is that 
there were over a thousand newborns in the U.S. born with low 
birth weight who developed cerebral palsy related to their motherôs 
prior induced abortion.  The studies report that ñbabies under 32 
weeks gestation [40 is full term] have 55 times the cerebral palsy 
risk of a full term infant.ò  (Ibid)

ABORTION AND 
INCREASED PREMATURITY 

Canadaôs National Center for Health Statistics 
has released new infant mortality statistics.  
Babies who are born too small and too soon 
now account for one-third of all infant deaths.  
Premature babies die more often than full-term 
babies.  Thirty-two percent of U.S. births under 
32 weeks are due to the mother having had a 
prior abortion.  Further, overall, previously 
aborted women are one and a half times more 
likely to deliver babies less than 33 weeks 
gestation, who then have a high death rate.

NEW BONE 
GROWN USING 
ADULT CELLS 

Adult stem cells are 
showing promise in yet 
ano the r  a r ea  o f 
medicine:  growing 
bones to replace those 
missing or damaged 
from birth defects, 
arthritis, or injury. 
Doctors in Cincinnati used 15-year-old Brad 
Guikeyôs own stem cells to grow new 
cheekbones.  ABC News reported.  Guikey has 
Treacher Collins syndrome, which means he 
was born without bones in his cheeks and 
around his eyes. 
First implanting a cadaver bone to serve as 
ñscaffolding,ò the doctors then injected 
Guilkeyôs stem cells into the bone.  The 
operation, performed in may at the Cincinnati 
Childrenôs Hospital Medical Center, was a 
success.

ADULT STEM CELL TREATMENT 
RESTORES SIGHT TO PARTIALLY 

BLIND MAN, SEVEN OTHERS 
London, England (LifeNews.com, 1/10/10) -- 
A man who was partially blinded when 
ammonia was squirted in his eye during an 
attack 15 years ago has regained his sight after 
receiving a pioneering stem cell treatment. 
Russell Turnbull, 38, suffered massive damage 
to his right eye when he was caught in a scuffle 
after a night out in Newcastle in 1994. 

On the bus home, Turnbull had tried to 
intervene in a fight between two men but was 
injured when one of them began squirting 
passengers with ammonia, according to the 
London Guardian. The chemical severely 
scarred Turnbull's cornea, the clear membrane

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that covers the front of the eye, and destroyed stem cells that usually 
help keep the cornea healthy. 

"I was in unbearable pain. It burned my eye shut," Turnbull told the 
Guardian. "I was in hospital for two weeks and eventually I was able to 
open the eye again. It was like looking through scratched perspex." 

Turnbull was left with "limbal stem cell deficiency" (LSCD), a 
condition that seriously impairs sight, and was in pain every time he 
blinked or saw bright lights. In an experimental treatment devised by 
doctors at the North East England Stem Cell Institute in Newcastle, 
stem cells were taken from Turnbull's healthy eye and grown on a layer 
of amniotic tissue, which is routinely used as a burn dressing. 

The NHS banks amniotic sacs donated by women who have had a 
Caesarean section. When the cells had covered the membrane, a piece 
the size of a postage stamp was transplanted onto Turnbull's damaged 
eye. Two months later the membrane had broken down, leaving his 
damaged eye with a fresh supply of healthy stem cells, which repaired 
the cornea. Eye tests six months after surgery showed that Turnbull's 
vision was nearly as good as it had been before the attack.

NATIONAL CANCER INSTITUTE 
RESEARCHER ADMITS ABORTION-

BREAST CANCER LINK TRUE 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 1/11/10)   

The National Cancer Institute gained a 
reputation for putting politics over science 
when it did everything possible to deny 
dissenting opinion during a meeting to 
establish whether or not a link exists between 
abortion and breast cancer. 

Now, the main NCI activist who got the 
agency to deny the abortion-breast cancer link 
has co-authored a study admitting the abortion
-breast cancer link is true, calling it a "known 
risk factor." Scientists and educators about the 
abortion-breast cancer link point to a new 
study that shows a top NCI official may be re-
thinking the refusal to acknowledge the link. 

The study, conducted by Jessica Dolle, 
appears in the April, 2009 issue of the 
prestigious cancer epidemiology journal 
Cancer Epidemiology, Biomarkers and 
Prevention.  The Dolle study, conducted with 
the prestigious Janet Daling group of the Fred 
Hutchinson Cancer Research Center in Seattle 
-- one of the first to receive recognition for 
highlighting the abortion-breast cancer link -- 
concerns the link between oral contraceptives 
and breast cancer.

BIASED MEDIA 
September 11, 2009, Jim Pouillon, 
wearing leg braces, dependent on a 
portable oxygen tank, and sitting 
peacefully in a lawn chair was 
holding up a sign.  It showed an 
aborted baby on one side, and on 

the other the word ñLife.ò  An assailant stopped his car 
and shot him dead.  We recall the direct killing of 
abortionist, George Tiller in May, 2009.  Every pro-life 
group in North America condemned Tillerôs killing, and 
it was front page news for almost every news outlet in 
the United States.  In contrast, Mr. Pouillonôs murder 
wasnôt given coverage by nine tenths of those who 
reported Tillerôs killing.  For instance, the Toronto Star 
reported Mr. Pouillonôs killing seven days after it 
occurred, and then in a news brief of less than 40 
words on page 25.  (Cincinnati Right to Life

TILLER¢S SUCCESSOR IN TROUBLE 
Omaha Abortionist, Leroy Carhart, planned to replace 
abortionist, George Tiller, who was killed in Wichita.  
However, several former Carhart employees have 
submitted legal affidavits alleging a spectrum of illegal 
activities at his current abortion chamber.  Formal 
complaints have been filed.  (Ibid)

ABORTION AND CHILD ABUSE 
Now we have yet another study comparing women who 
have had abortions with other studies.  The Internet Journal 
of Pediatrics and Neonatology investigated women who had 
physically mistreated or neglected at least one of their 
children.  Among those who had had abortions, this 
investigation found that there were more frequent acts of 
physical violence such as slapping, hitting, or beating their 
children.  The author, Dr. Priscilla Coleman explained this 
as ñunresolved bereavement, disruption of mother-child 
attachment mechanisms, feelings of abortion related guilt 
and/or negative mental health effects of the abortion.ò  (ibid)
