Facts ABOUT KOMEN FOUNDATION

This organization which is known for its mission in fight breast cancer
is perhaps not as well known for its continuing support of Planned
Parenthood. In the past five years, $3 million in Komen grants went to
PP programs nationwide. Although some local chapters may not
donate funding to PP, 25 cents of every dollar raised locally supports
the national Komen organization.

Komen’s founder, Nancy Goodman Brinker, has been listed as an
advisory board member of PP in the 2002 annual Report of Planned
Parenthood of North Texas. The Komen organization also endorses
embryonic stem cell research.

Various groups and individuals have responded to these actions and
positions of Komen’s. Curves, the international fitness franchise
ceased supporting Komen. One of Komen’s charter members of its
National Hispanic/Latina Advisory Council, Eva Sanchez Silver,
resigned her position in 2004 after confronting the organization about
its ties to PP>

It is highly ironic that an organization like Komen Foundation, whose
purpose is to support the fight against breast cancer, would be
funneling money to an organization that is the largest provider of
abortions in this country.

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AMA RESIGNATION

Dr. David Stevens, head of the 17,000
member Christian Medical Association over
its continuing pro-abortion advocacy.

In its official 2007-2008 report,
PP notes that it killed 305,310
developing unborn babies by
chemical, medical, and surgical abortions the
previous year. The report also notes that
total taxpayer money received by its affiliates
increased to $350 million. (Ibid)

NEW NATIONAL VITAL STATISTICS

According to a report from the U.S.
Department of Health and Human Services,
in 2005, 6,408 million pregnancies ended in
4.14 million live births, 1.21 million induced
abortions, and 1.06 million fetal losses. This
latest pregnancy rate is 11% below the 1990
peak. Teenage pregnancies are down 40%,
with rates falling further among younger as
compared to older teenagers. (Ibid)

ApULT STEM CELLS HELP
HEART ATTACKS

In the Dec. 8, 2009, Journal of American
College of Cardiology, a report of a ten
university study shows definite benefit to
heart attack patients after intravenous



infection of adult stem cells. The cells migrated to the damaged
heart and began repair. (Ibid)

NEw EMBRYO STEM CELL LINES APPROVED

Because of Barack Obama’s executive order last March, the
National Institute of Health has now approved thirteen new human
embryonic stem cell lines for use in medical research. To date,
such cells have produced a grand total of no medical advances.

ABORTION ADVOCATES FORCED TO ADMIT

Focus ON THE FAMILY TEBOW AD BRILLIANT
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 2/13/10) -- In the aftermath
of the debate surrounding the Focus on the Family Tim
Tebow Super Bowl commercial and the airing of the
commercial itself, even abortion advocates are forced to
admit the thinking behind the ad was brilliant. That comes as
some pro-life advocates say they were unimpressed.

The Tebow ad presented a soft selling of the story of Pam
Tebow and her decision to not have an abortion despite a
suggestion from her doctor.

In the lead-up to the ad, abortion advocates appeared crazed
and reactionary -- showing themselves to be more pro-
abortion than "pro-choice."

That and the free press the ad earned are leading most
observers to say Focus on the Family scored a touchdown by
changing hearts and minds and making pro-abortion groups
look like polemic extremists.

Even the pro-abortion Huffington Post admitted today that
was the case, calling the commercial a "stroke of marketing
genius."

"Completely defusing and disarming all the pre-game hand
wringing with a perfect lesson in how to let the media and
angry groups of protesters turn a $3M investment into a
message delivery system worth 100 times the amount," the
web site noted.

OBAMA ADMINISTRATION FORCES MILITARY

HOSPITALS TO STOCK MORNING-AFTER PILL

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 2/13/10) -- Late Thursday,
the Obama administration issued a new order for the U.S.
military requiring all military hospitals and health centers to
stock the morning after pill. The Department of Defense will
soon begin having military medical facilities stock the Plan B
drug, which can sometimes cause an abortion.

The Obama administration's decision came after the
Pentagon's Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee, an
advisory panel, made the recommendation to stock the drug.
The PPTC suggested stocking both Plan B and the Next
Choice generic of the morning after pill.

The decision is the latest to have President Barack Obama
overturning pro-life policies during the Bush administration
and follows him forcing Americans to pay for abortions and
embryonic stem cell research with their tax dollars.

Obama's decision is not going over well with Wendy Wright,
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the president of Concerned Women for
America.

"The military needs to focus on its prime
mission, yet leftists view it as a means to
promote their agenda," she told
LifeNews.com. "The morning-after pill is
highly ineffective in preventing pregnancies
and completely useless in preventing
sexually-transmitted diseases. But it's a
political tool for abortion advocates."

Wright worries the decision is the first step
to pushing abortions at military hospitals.
"By making this drug required, the next
step will making drugs like RU-486, the
abortion pill, mandatory," she said. "And
doctors or pharmacists who have
objections will be purged from the ranks."

OBAMA BUDGET REWARDS

LAW-BREAKING PLANNED

PARENTHOOD ABORTION CENTERS
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,2/12/10) --
The head of a national pro-life group says
there is a lesson to be learned from the
Alabama health department's placing a
Planned Parenthood abortion center on a
one year probation. However, President
Barack Obama doesn't appear to have
learned that lesson because he wants
more funding for Planned Parenthood.

As LifeNews.com has reported, the
Alabama health department responded to
an undercover video showing a
Birmingham Planned Parenthood staffer
covering up a potential sexual abuse case
and ignoring the state's parental consent
on abortion law.

Alabama officials reviewed the evidence,
conducted their own probe -- which found
numerous violations of both the consent
and the statutory rape reporting law -- and
they slapped the Birmingham clinic with a
year-long probation.

Tony Perkins, the president of the Family
Research Council, tells LifeNews.com that
this isn't the first time Planned Parenthood
has been under fire for breaking the law.
But, he points out that the Obama
administration's response is to give the
abortion business more government money.
"Unfortunately, these same crimes have
been committed by Planned Parenthood
clinics all across the country--and yet the
federal government's only response has
been to reward the corruption with more
money," Perkins says.
