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around any of these issues, but I will say that 
I want somebody who is going to be interpret-
ing our Constitution in a way that takes into 
account individual rights and that includes 
women’s rights and that is going to be some-
thing that is very important to me," Obama 
said, essentially putting a litmus test into 
place.  Obama added that he believes the 
Constitution guarantees the right to privacy 
and "bodily integrity," though he made no 
mention of the bodily rights of unborn chil-
dren.  According to White House officials, 
Obama is looking at making his nomination 
by May 26, although likely earlier in the 
month. He confirmed he wants to move the 
process along quickly.  “It’s very important, 
particularly given the important cases that 
may be coming before the Supreme Court, 
that we get this process wrapped up so that a 
new justice can be seated and staffed and 
can work effectively with his or her colleagues 
in time for the fall session,” he said.  
 

OBAMA TO PICK SUPREME COURT 
JUSTICE BY LATE MAY REPLACING 

PRO-ABORTION STEVENS 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 4/22/10) -- 
President Barack Obama will pick a new Su-
preme Court justice by late May who would 
replace retiring pro-abortion Justice John 
Paul Stevens. A White House official says a 
nomination will come on or before May 26 -- 
though a nominee will likely be selected 
sooner.  May 26 is the date when Obama 
selected pro-abortion Justice Sonia So-
tomayor and any new judicial selection will 
likely be confirmed by August.

BILL EXPANDING OBAMA'S EMBRYONIC STEM CELL 
RESEARCH ORDER PUSHES HUMAN CLONING 

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 3/18/2010) -- An expanded look at 

the new bill filed by two members of Congress to expand President 
Barack Obama's decision to force taxpayers to fund embryonic stem 
cell research finds problems and concerns for pro-life advocates.  
Reps. Diana DeGette, a Colorado Democrat and Michael Castle, a 
Delaware Republican, introduced the new bill earlier this month.  The 
measure is designed to codify Obama's executive order -- preventing 
a future pro-life president from overturning it.  But the Stem Cell Re-
search Advancement Act (H.R. 4808) goes much further.

ADULT STEM CELLS RESTORE EYESIGHT 
Not long ago, Dr. James Thomson revealed 
that adult stem cells, using a new reprogram-
ming method, could be in effect backed up into 
an embryonic cell-like stage.  This was amaz-
ing but did leave behind viruses and genes, 
which could cause problems if planted in a hu-
man body.  Now Thomson has developed a 
safer way of creating the cells without this 
problem.  His new technique is one that any 

basic molecular biology lab can use, opening the possibility for using 
these cells for therapy in humans.  (Ibid) 

OBAMA CLAIMS NO ABORTION LITMUS TEST FOR 
SUPREME COURT, BUT ESTABLISHES ONE 

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 4/21/10) -- President Barack 
Obama met top Senate leaders today to discuss his upcoming Su-
preme Court nomination and he promised he will have no abortion 
litmus test. However, most of the potential nominees said to be on his 
short list to replace pro-abortion Justice John Paul Stevens also back 
unlimited abortions.  And the New York Times indicated Obama wants 
a new high court justice who respects individual rights and women's 
rights -- code phrases for abortion.

STUDY CONFIRMS LINK BETWEEN AUTISM AND 
USE OF CELLS FROM ABORTIONS IN VACCINES 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,4/22/10) -- A new study con-
ducted by the Environmental Protection 
Agency shows a correlation between the 
use of cells from babies in abortions in vac-
cines to an increase in autism rates. The 
study provides another problem from pro-
life advocates who are already concerned 
about the abortion-vaccine tie.  The study, 
published in February in the publication 
Environmental Science & Technology, con-

CATE JACK KEVORKIAN PREMIERS SATURDAY 
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 4/21/10) -- The new HBO movie 
glorifying the life of assisted suicide advocate Jack Kevorkian star-
ring Al Pacino premiers on Saturday. You Don't Know Jack, the 
biopic on the man who was eventually imprisoned for killing a dis-
abled patient on national television, is already drawing criticism.  
Kevorkian wrote a book during his time in prison and the manu-
script has been turned into an upcoming HBO movie entitled "You 
Don't Know Jack."   Pacino plays Kevorkian in a role he said previ-
ously he appreciates.  "It's an honor," Kevorkian said. "He looks 
exactly like me."  Attorney and author Wesley J. Smith says the 
movie presents a revisionist history of Kevorkian and his killing 
more than 120 people in assisted suicides.  "The revisionist project 
to create a fictional Jack Kevorkian as merely a lovable, if some-
times tactless, man of compassion–rather the misanthropic and 
ghoulish nut that he really is  continues," he says.  Smith says the 
media is playing a willing accomplice by ignoring Kevorkian's ex-
ploits in its coverage of the movie. "To depict Kevorkian as merely 
idiosyncratic, you have to willfully refuse to report the full story in all 
of its macabre vividness. And that is something the media has done 
now for nearly two decades. But let us be clear: They don't know 
Jack because they don't want to know Jack," he said.  

NEW PRO-LIFE LAW BANNING ABORTIONS 
BASED ON FETAL PAIN AWAITS COURT FIGHT 

Lincoln, NE (LifeNews.com, 4/21/10) Lawmakers in Nebraska put 
their state on the pro-life map by passing a first-of-its kind piece of 
legislation that would ban abortions after 20 weeks of pregnancy 
based on the notion that unborn children feel pain. The legislation 

will likely be headed for court, but that's exactly 
what pro-life groups are after.  Expected legal 
challenges from abortion advocates will have 
LB 1103 in the courts, which is where pro-life 
advocates hope to shape the future of abortion 
jurisprudence.  The bill was drafted with the 
idea of moving the Supreme Court further 
along its current path of watering down Roe v. 
Wade with the hopes of overturning it once a 
pro-life majority is present on the court.  The 
Supreme Court is currently divided 5-4 in favor 
of unlimited abortion, but the swing vote, Jus-
tice Anthony Kennedy, sided with conservative 
justices in the most recent abortion case deal-
ing with partial-birth abortion.

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 4/20/10) -- 
Former University of Florida star quarterback 
Tim Tebow says his decision to record a pro-
life Super Bowl commercial for Focus on the 
Family cost him endorsement deals. In a new 
speech, Tebow didn't name and names but 
said the pro-life ad had a negative impact on 
potential endorsements.  As the featured 
speaker at a sold-out event at Lipscomb Uni-
versity, Tebow talked about his future.  Accord-
ing to the Palm Beach Post, he said a few com-
panies told him before the Super Bowl that they 
could not him represent their products if he 
went ahead with the pro-life commercial.
