ABOUT STEM CELL RESEARCH
(From the ICC presentation by Fr. Tadeusz Pacholezyk)

Myth #1: Stem cells only come from embryos
Truth: Stem cells come from many sources and can be
grouped into 4 main categories:

1. Embryonic stem cells

2. Embryonic germ cells

3. Umbilical cord

4. Adult
In the proper situations, three out of four of these sources (#2
-4) can be morally acceptable.

MYTH #2: The Catholic (/Christian) Church is against stem
cell research.

Truth: The ethical concerns differ with the source of the
cells. Again, three out of four of the above categories are
accepted by the Church in the proper situations. Only embry-
onic stem cell research can never be accepted.
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MYTH #3: Embryonic stem cell research is showing the
most promise.

Truth: No human has ever been treated using embry-
onic stem cell research, while over 70 diseases and
conditions are currently known to be treatable using
adult stem cell research. Every few months a new dis-
ease is added to the list.

MYTH #4: Therapeutic and reproductive cloning are
fundamentally different from each other.
Truth: Both types of cloning create a cloned embryo by
