On February 4, Reuterôs news agency reported that sci-
entists in Helsinki have replaced the upper jaw of a man 
with a bone graft that had been grown from his own

ROTARY   CLUB   PRO -ABORTION  

A new report by Life Decisions International (LDI) de-
tails Rotaryôs ties with groups that promote both abor-
tion and population control Rotary has ties with the UN 
Childrenôs Fund and the UNFPA.  It has created a Ro-
tarian Fellowship for Population and Development to 
ñsupport Rotary Club projects.ò  It provides grants to 
Rotary Clubs for population issues.  LDI President 
Douglas Scott said,  ñThis is no different than a hospital 
that commits abortion on one floor and has a pre-natal 
unit on another.  On the one hand, Rotary works with 
population control agencies and on the other it inocu-
lates children against polio.ò 
  

VOINOVICH   BILL   TO   PROTECT   WOMEN  

Senators George Voinovich, David Vitter, and Sam 
Brownback have introduced the Pregnant Women 
Health and Safety Act.  This bill requires abortionists to 
have admitting privileges at a local hospital in the event 
of complications and follow the rules for ambulatory sur-
gical centers.  Failing this, they would not be allowed to 
do abortions.  (ibid) 
  

CLONES   ABNORMAL?  

We have been told that a cloned animal is the same as 
an identical twin.  Continuing studies, however, show 
that this is not the case.  Data now clearly shows that 
apparently even normal clones carry within them 
ñrampant genetic errors.ò  The first cloned animal, Dolly 
the sheep, seemed normal, but then rapidly aged so 
that when she was only three years old, she had to be 
ñput downò as she had old age lung and joint dis-
ease.  Sheep normally live about a 
decade before aging.  (ibid)

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Pro -Life Republican Group Will Fight 

to Keep GOP Platform Pro -Life  

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 5/19/08) -- A lead-
ing-life group that works within the Republican Party 
says it will be working at the upcoming GOP con-
vention this summer to make sure the party plat-
form retains its strong pro-life position. Colleen 
Parro of the Republican National Coalition for Life 
says her group expects the smaller cadre of pro-
abortion Republicans within the party to try to 
weaken the platformôs language, which calls for a 
human life amendment to the Constitution to protect 
unborn children from abortion. ñWe fully expect that 
there will be a move on the part of pro-abortion plat-
form committee members to weaken the pro-life 
plank,ò she tells LifeNews.com. ñThey have been 
trying to do that since 1990 and we have been able 
to defeat them.ò Parro also said her group will make 
sure eventual presidential nominee John McCain 
doesn't follow through on old comments heôs made 
saying he wants to weaken the platform by includ-
ing rape and incest exceptions. McCain affirmed his 
desire to weaken the plank last year but more re-
cently indicated he would not change the pro-life 
position of the party. Parro said: ñThis time, al-
though he has said he has no intention of changing 
the plank, we have no public assurance from him 
that he would oppose their efforts and instruct the 
committee to leave the pro-life plank as it is.ò As 
LifeNews.com previously reported, pro-life Con-
gressman Kevin McCarthy of California has been 
named the chairman of the platform committee 
while Steven Duffield will head the committee staff 
as the executive director. Duffield is a former aide 
to pro-life Sen. John Kyl of Arizona. The Republican 
Party platform committee is made up of one man 
and one woman from each state and territory. The 
committee will meet in Minneapolis to draft the 2008 
Platform during the week prior to the Republican 
National Convention, which takes place the first 
week of September. 
  
Below is a statement from the 2004 Republican 
National Platform:  
ñPromoting a Culture of Life (2004 Republican Na-
tional Platform)  As a country, we must keep our 
pledge to the first guarantee of the Declaration of 

Independence.  That is why we say the unborn child 
has a fundamental individual right to life which can-
not be infringed. We support a human life amend-

ment to the Constitution and we endorse legislation 
to make it clear that the Fourteenth Amendmentôs 

protections apply to unborn children. Our purpose is 
to have legislative and judicial protection of that 

right against those who perform abortions. We op-
pose using public revenues for abortion and will not 

fund organizations which advocate it. We support the appointment 
of judges who respect traditional family values and the sanctity of 

innocent human life.ò 
 

Show Them Life  

A 15 -Year-Nkcƍr Dwodqhdmbd hm sgd Otakhb Bk`rr Qnnl

When I was 15, I talked with a German foreign exchange stu-
dent, named Carlotta, about her value system.  She was staying 
with a Home Educating family and attending public school, and 
her values (such as posting nudity in the room she shared with 
the Home Educated daughter) began to clash with the values of 
the family.  The mother asked me for input, and I suggested ask-
ing what Carlotta does believe, rather than focusing on what she 
doesnôt.  Not long afterward, the mother asked that I talk with 
Carlotta and try to get some insight into her belief system.  Car-
lotta said she had not really thought about it before, but that it 
would boil down to, "I get my morals from the government."  And 
so I asked, "Your government legalizes abortion through all nine 
months of pregnancy.  Is that right, or wrong?"  "Wrong," she 
said with a pause for thought, "but I do not know why [it is 
wrong]."  I was hoping she would ask, but she never did. 
  

After several invitations, she watched the first video of a seminar 
on Creation vs. Evolution by Dr. Kent Hovind.  Surprisingly, Car-
lotta quietly wept through most of the film, and a few hours after-
wards said accusingly, "Have you ever been in a place where 
everything you believe is made fun of?!!" 
  

Two weeks later, she called me out of the blue, and said she 
had mentioned my name to the teacher of her social studies 
class.  A week after that, I got a call from the teacher, who in-
formed me that Carlotta had volunteered me to come and speak 
Pro-Life after Planned Parenthood had brought their 
speaker.  "You have had experience in this sort of thing, haven't 
you?" the teacher asked me. 
  

After explaining that I was 15 and had only briefly talked with 
Carlotta about her values, the teacher suggested that I think 
about it, and call her the next day.  Surprisingly, God said that I 
should go, and I had two short weeks to study-up on a topic I 
knew little more about than "it's wrong, and it involves the death 
of an unborn child."  Obviously those eleven words were not go-
ing to float in a public school social studies class. 
 
The day came, I had 3 full pages of notes, an outline, quotes 
galore, a great pro-life book by Randy Alcorn, and the best pro-
life book of all, my Bible, by Yahweh.  (Youôve probably heard of 
it.)  A little nervous, I began my litany and had used 10 of my 30 
minutes...  And I froze.  Questions and doubts flooded my brain 
while my mouth would not move.  "Are you sure you're ready to 
do this?" I had been asked the day before.   
 
ñEven if all I can do is stutter and feel the pressure of a class-
room of eyes upon me, then that is what I will do, and may God 
bless my feeble work.ò I had answered. 
  

That was all in my mind in an instant.  And in the next instant, I 
looked to my hands, where I held a small ceramic model of an 
unborn child at 10 weeks development.  A short ten weeks, and

they might be born into.  The model fit into the palm of my hand, 
barely three inches long.  I held it up to the children in the class and 
spoke from my heart.  "Listen, I am not a professional speaker.  I'm 
15, like you guys.  And there are a thousand more comfortable places 
I could be.  But I'm standing here because of this: these are babies, 
alive, real, formed.  They're like you guys too; real people, individuals 

with thoughts.  This LIFE is why I'm here.  To 
show you life." 
  

The classmates passed the baby model from 
one person to another.   The guys generally 
overlooked the item with a short glance, but 
several of the girls in the room stared intently 
at the amazing detail of another human be-
ing only ten weeks along.  When I showed 
the ultrasound videos of moving children in 
the womb, I could hear the girls gasp in awe 
and whisper to one another, "Looook... it's.. 
it's a baby! ..." 
  

That experience was an honor, and now having two daughters of my 
own, I think about their lives being touched by perhaps a person their 
own age that may see the light of day because God used a stuttering 
kid to show a class real life . 
 
I later realized that Carlotta had not said a word to me while I was in 
her classroom.  She had not acknowledged my presence or that she 
knew me.  Months later, I realized her true motivations for arranging 
this "speaking opportunity."  Her accusing words now seem to echo 
with a tone of vengeance and plotting:  "Have you ever been in a 
place where everything you believe is made fun of?!!"  I am now fairly 
certain that she was trying to arrange such a place for me.  God bless 
her for it.  He has blessed me. 
 

News About Genetically Altered Embryo 

Points to Human Cloning Concerns  

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 5/17/08) -- News about the first sup-
posedly genetically altered human embryo is generating headlines from 
across the world. While the scientists involved in the project defend 
their work and deflect concerns, bioethicists say it presents a host of 
concerns about moving towards full-fledged human cloning. Dr. Zev 
Rosenwaks, of the New York-based Presbyterian/Weill Cornell Medical 
Center, is the lead author behind a new paper about the work. The pa-
per outlines what is supposedly the first report of genetically modifying 
a human embryo. The paper was originally presented at a American 
Society for Reproductive Medicine meeting last fall, but is only now get-
ting public attention. Rosenwaks' team inserted a marker gene into a 
days-old unborn child who had extra chromosomes, making it so the 
baby would not be able to be born. They hoped to be able to trace the 
marker gene in the stem cells obtained from the human embryo after 
the unique human being was killed. However, Rosenwaks confirmed in 
an interview with the Associated Press that the embryo never devel-
oped further and no stem cells were collected. Noted bioethics attorney 
and lecturer Wesley Smith responded to the news by saying media out-
lets hyped the news. "In my view, this isn't quite as big a deal as report-
ers are making out," he says. "First, the embryo was never viable in the 
first place because it was genetically defective. Nor was it created for 
Ohio House Committee to Vote on Bill to Stop Pressured, Forced Abor-
tions.
