WHO, UNICEF & UNFPA LIES
These three major UN organizations consistently claim that over
500,000 women die worldwide from complications of pregnancy,
with 99% of them from undeveloped countries. These claims
have now been shown to be pure guesswork with no substantia-
tion.

According to the former head of UN statistics office, Dr. Jo-
seph Chamie, the World Health Organization (WHO) has stated
that only 31 of 193 states internationally have reliable cause-of-
death statistics, and close to two-thirds of all deaths in develop-
ing countries are unreported. Two years ago, the UN Population
Division issued a report stating that more than one-third of the
204 countries or areas examined did not report deaths by cause,
sex, and age even once.

There has been no improvement noted in reporting since
1975. The above countries
state that 99% of these half million deaths occur in developing
countries. But since these agencies themselves admit that this
kind of data is nearly impossible to obtain, it is evident that their
claim of deaths is based on virtually no data whatsoever, and
thus completely unreliable. (Ibid)

PLANNED PARENTHOOD FIRES ABORTION
CENTER STAFFER COYERING UP
STATUTORY RAPE BLOOMINGTON, IN
(LifeNews.com,12/20/08) -- The Planned Parenthood staff
member in Indiana who appears in a recent undercover video
covering up an alleged case of statutory rape has been fired. The
video sent shock waves throughout the nation as "Diana" didn't
want more information on the abuse and told a girl how to get a
secret abortion. As LifeNews.com originally reported, a UCLA
college student engaged in an undercover video expose' that
had her posing as an underage teen. Lila Rose says she told a
Planned Parenthood official she had sex with a man nearly twice
her age. Despite the consent, the sexual encounter clearly vio-
lated the state's laws concerning statutory rape. The Planned
Parenthood official told Rose she didn't want to know about the
age discrepancy and apparently did not report the case to au-
thorities as required by state law. Planned Parenthood put the
staffer on unpaid suspension and announced Wednesday that
she has been fired. According to a Planned Parenthood of Indi-
ana press release, official say their internal investigation has
been completed. In addition to the firing, PPIN representative
Kate Shepherd says the abortion business has retrained its staff
on how to handle future situations involving alleged statutory

rape.
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NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF EVANGELJ
cALs VP QuITs AFTER BACKING PRO-
ABORTION OBAMA
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,12/20/08)
The vice-president of the National Association
of Evangelicals has resigned his position fol-
lowing significant criticism after he announced
he voted for pro-abortion presidential candi-
date Barack Obama. Richard Cizik has spent
28 years as an executive with the Christian
organization.

Cizik appeared on the Fresh Air program on

National Public Radio last Tuesday. When
asked which presidential candidate he sup-
ported, Cizik announced he had backed
Obama in the Virginia primary and said the
vote should give some indication of how he
voted in the general election. He went further
and said that evangelicals could vote for a pro-
abortion candidate even though they disagreed
on pro-life issues. Despite his support for a
presidential candidate described by many as
the most pro-abortion ever, the NAE told
LifeNews.com in a statement that Cizik "has
been a tireless advocate for a broad variety of
issues important to the evangelical community
including" the "sanctity of human life" and
"opposition to abortion on demand."

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ABORTION BUSINESS OWNER PLEADS GUILTY TO UNLICENSED

ABORTION, ALL FACILITIES CLOSED
San Diego, CA (LifeNews.com,12/20/08) -- The owner of a chain of
abortion businesses in southern California pleaded guilty at the end of
last week to a second set of charges that she did abortions without
possessing a medical license. Bertha Pinedo Bugarin's plea is result-
ing in the closing of her abortion centers targeting Hispanic women. In
a San Diego county courtroom, Bugarin admitted her guilt in putting
women's lives and health at risk by doing abortions herself despite the
fact she's not a licensed physician. She could be headed to jail for
nine years in association with the charges if sentenced fully on all
counts. Bugarin's guilty plea came days after she pleaded no contest
to similar charges of seven felony counts of unlicensed abortions
done in Los Angeles county. In total, Bugarin faces up to 19 years in
prison if sentenced on all counts in both counties. She is scheduled
for sentencing in Los Angeles on January 20, and in San Diego on
February 6, 2009. San Diego District Attorney Bonnie Dumanis com-
mented after the hearing that "This criminal preyed on women in the
Hispanic community and has now been held accountable. By passing
herself off as a doctor, she put these women's lives in serious dan-
ger."

COURT DECISION ALLOWING ASSISTED SUICIDE IN MONTANA
BASHED BY PRO-LIFE GROUPS

Helena, MT (LifeNews.com,12/20/08) -- Pro-life groups are con-
demning a Montana state judicial court ruling that says residents have
a right to assisted suicide. The groups say they don't want Montana
becoming the third to allow the practice and are urging state officials
to appeal the decision to the Montana Supreme Court. In a ruling is-
sued late Friday, Judge Dorothy McCarter of the First Judicial Court in
Helena declared that mentally competent, terminally ill Montana resi-
dents can self-administer drugs given to them in prescriptions from
willing doctors. But Charmaine Yoest, the president of Americans
United for Life, told LifeNews.com that the ruling could go further and
promote euthanasia. "This ruling begins the descent toward euthana-
sia and even a duty to die in Montana," she said. "We have already
seen cases in Oregon where patients are denied state insurance cov-
erage for life-saving treatments and are told instead the state will pay
for their suicides. Assisting someone in committing suicide is never a
compassionate choice," Yoest added.

BUSH ADMIN RULES PROTECTING MEDICAL STAFF,
CENTERS ON ABORTION ALMOST READY
Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 12/17/08) -- The new rules the
Bush administration is putting in place to protect medical centers and
medical professionals who don't want to be involved in abortions are
almost ready. The Office of Management and Budget has approved
the "refusal clause" and now it is ready for publication in the Federal
Register. Once that happens, the new rules to provide stronger en-
forcement of existing federal laws -- that make it so doctors, nurses
and other staff can't be forced to do abortions -- will be complete.
Though the rules are coming under attack from pro-abortion groups
as an expansion of current law, they simply revoke federal funds
from any state or local government or medical facility that forces
centers or staff to participate in abortions. They also require health
care facilities to certify in writing that their employees are not re-
quired to engage in procedures, like abortion, that they find objec-
tionable. With just 34 days left before the Bush administration con-
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cludes, the publishing of the new policy is ex-
pected shortly. However, the rules prohibiting
forced abortions may not stay in place for
long. First, abortion advocacy groups like
Planned Parenthood and NARAL will flout
their "pro-choice" rhetoric and file suit against
the anti-forced abortion policies. If that doesn't
work, the incoming Barack Obama administra-
tion is expected to overturn the rules, a proc-
ess that could take several months to com-
plete.
