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The Freedom of Choice Act or FOCA is a bill that will
invalidate virtually all state and federal laws limiting abortion,
including parental notification laws, and make partial-birth
abortion legal again.

OBAMA REVERSES

“MEXICO CITY” POLICY

President Barack Obama signed an Executive Order
on Thursday, January 23, the day after the anniversary
day of Roe v. Wade, that will end the ban on taxpayer
funding for international groups that promote or perform
abortions in foreign countries.

The policy was established in 1984 by former President
Ronald Reagan during a United Nations Conference on
Population in Mexico City. The ban totally removed all
U.S. government funding from international agencies
which 1) provided abortions anywhere in the world; 2) pro-
vided abortion counseling anywhere in the world; and 3)
advocated for women’s abortion access anywhere in the
world.

The Mexico City policy was suspended by President
Bill Clinton, reinstated by President Bush, and now re-
versed again by President Obama.

As income-tax season approaches, bear in mind that
this is just the beginning of an era in which American tax-
payers will be forced into complicity with the crime of abor-
tion through our tax dollars.

GOVERNOR SIGNS PROTECT-
ING PREGNANT WOMEN FROM
COERCION & VIOLENCE BILL

(Columbus) Governor Ted Strickland recently
signed Sub. H.B. 280, the Protecting Pregnant
Women from Coercion & Violence Act. In addition
to protecting pregnant women from violence and
coerced abortions, the new law will allow proof of a
pattern of failing to report known or suspected
child sexual abuse in a lawsuit for damages
against abortion facilities or others who are re-
quired to report child abuse.

Sub. H.B. 280, which was sponsored by Rep.
Michelle Schneider, will:

1) Require abortion facilities to post a "No One
Can Force You to Have an Abortion" poster;

2) Require mandatory minimum prison sentences
for assault and increase penalties for domestic
violence if the offender knew the victim was
pregnant;

3) Permit recovery of compensatory and exem-
plary damages and use of reports of prior abuse
incidents (with identifying information removed)
in a civil action for failure to file required reports
of known or suspected child abuse; and,

4) Provide mandatory prison sentences and pay-
ment of restitution to victims in cases of "human
trafficking" for prostitution.

POST-ABORTION COUNSELOR CONFIRMS ABOR-

TIONS CAUSE WOMEN MENTAL HEALTH ISSUES

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com, 1/22/09) -- While numerous
studies confirm abortions cause women subsequent mental health
issues, abortion advocates downplay them so abortion isn't seed in a
negative light. But one doctor who counsels women after abortions
says the proof is in the actual experiences of women who regret their
choice. Dr. Linda Mintle, who counsels women after abortions, says
she sees problems such as depression, anxiety and substance abuse
on a regular basis in the women who have had abortions. "Abortion is
a loss," Mintle told CBN News on Wednesday. "It's a loss of a life and
so it only makes sense that even though you thought in your mind that
this is what you wanted to do, it feels very out of control once they do
it, so that out of control loss feeling results in anxiety," she explained.
To deal with the psychological pain of an abortion they grieve, Mintle
says women often turn to drugs or alcohol and eventually develop
additions to those substances.

PRO-LIFE ADVOCATES: OBAMA HAS ALREADY

BETRAYED PROMISE TO REDUCE ABORTIONS

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,1/23/09) -- With his move to
make taxpayers spend hundreds of millions of dollars to fund the per-
formance and promotion of abortions overseas, pro-life advocates say
President Barack Obama has already betrayed his promise to reduce
abortions as president. While abortions may decrease in the United
States during his tenure, though pro-life laws and efforts may cause
that, the increase number of foreign abortions must be factored into
any assessment of Obama's overall record. Douglas Johnson, the
legislative director for the National Right to Life Committee, talked with
LifeNews.com about Obama's decision.

"What a terrible way to
begin a new administration: with an abortion business bailout that will
exploit women in developing countries for political ends," she told
LifeNews.com. "We should not export the tragedy of abortion to other
nations, and we certainly shouldn't do so via the hard-earned dollars
of American taxpayers."

FDA APPROVES EMBRYONIC STEM CELL
RESEARCH TRIALS ON HUMANS DESPITE CONCERNS

Washington, DC (LifeNews.com,1/23/09) -- Despite grave con-
cerns that problems such as the causing of tumors and immune sys-
tem rejection issues haven't been solved, the FDA has approved the
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use of embryonic stem cells for human trial.
Embryonic stem cell research has never cured
or helped any patients to this point. Only the
use of adult stem cells and treatments derived
from them have cured or reduced the effects of
any diseases or conditions afflicting patients.
That efficacy reason, combined with the fact
that embryonic stem cells can only be obtained
by destroying early human life, has prompted
the pro-life movement to oppose their use. But
now, the Food and Drug Administration has
given biotechnology company Geron Corp.,
based in California, permission to conduct the
first-ever human ftrial for a treatment derived
from the controversial cells. The trial will in-
volve 10 spinal cord patients with injuries the
company hopes to treat with an experimental
drug containing embryonic stem cells. The tim-
ing of the announcement appears suspicious
to some pro-life advocates who note that
Obama campaigned on a pledge to overturn
the funding limits President Bush put in place.
Bush limited spending on embryonic stem cells
to existing cells and would not fund the de-
struction of more human lives to advance sci-
ence. Instead, he spent hundreds of millions
on adult stem cells because of these ethical
concerns and because they were the only cells
to help patients.
